- by discovering people’s gifts within the church, and using them.

GROW - through a full and balanced programme of events every year, with regular
“Christianity Explored” courses;

- through setting up training courses so that we can be have more confidence in
sharing our faith.
HOW?® - by taking every opportunity we already have to make Christ known, for example
Baptism visits, Funeral visits, Marriage Preparation classes and Newcomers’ Evenings;
- by organising at least one Alpha course each year for newcomers and other contacts;
- by praying for new Christians.
